FR. PATõS THOUGHT 
In line with the reading managed to fit a book club Your Writer 

belongs to (although, due to not penning the date in when it 

arrived by e-mail, the meeting occurred earlier in the year than 

anticipated, thus the book was little more than begun!) the 

question of what "civilization" means seems an underlying theme 

lately due to the constantly repetitious reporting of seemingly 

uncivilized behaviors, such as the Gaza war, the "war" on 

terrorism, torture and immigration. 
  

Your Writer was especially this week challenged by a set of letters 

going around the Internet about immigrants, both legal and illegal. 
 

In a book well-researched, a bit frightening as well as more than 

hopeful, charming because its author - John Dominic Crossan - has 

been blessed with the Irish gift of words, archeological, poetic, 

theological and a few other things, the epigraph opening the first 

chapter quotes the oft-cited line of cultural and social critic Walter 

Benjamin written in 1939: "There is no document of civilization 

which is not at the same time a document of barbarism." 
 

Crossan in a sweeping overview and critique of "civilization" finds 

direction in the writings of Paul and teaching of Jesus about "the 

Kingdom of God." After a lifetime of scriptural studies, he seems 

to have been moved by the events of 9/11 to an evaluation his role 

as biblical scholar "less and exercise in historical reconstruction 

than a witness in religious responsibility." (p. 241) 
 

Closer to home the Social Justice Committee at St. Joseph's 

University Parish came up with a New Year's resolution to inform 

their members of "moral positions taken by Sacred Scripture, the 

Pope and the US Conference of Bishops," responding to issues 

which threaten human rights and dignity.ò They have started with 

the question of immigration and included a quiz. It's included here 

and the answers will be in next week's bulletin somewhere!
