FR. PATõS THOUGHT 
 Your Writer has had or even overheard conversations of 

late, which tell of a quiet rumbling in the World, or at least the 

World he spends time in, although there is some suspicion itôs 

even cold be wider.  There is a sense of dissatisfaction with the 

way things are: the War, all the talk about health in America or 

even outside America, politics local, county or country, etc. 

 A recent article in America ï the National Catholic 

Weekly which has been around more than 100 years now, edited 

by the U.S. Jesuits, was a review of number of works by the Rus-

sian-born artist Vasily Kandinsky.  Fr. Leo OôDonovan, the 

emeritus President of Georgetown, who usually reviews such 

things, composed the article.  He opens quoting Kandinsky and 

his conviction that his time was one of spiritual crisis, ñThe night-

mare of materialismé [has] turned life into an evil, senseless 

game,ò and Western culture ñawakening after years of material-

ism [is] infected with the despair born of unbelief, of lack of pur-

pose and aim.ò 

 Thankfully, there is always a voice calling us to bemoan 

whatever time we may live in, inviting us not to fall for the 

ñdominant ideologyò ï as one of Your Writerôs best teachers used 

to put it ï and to critique the clichés of agreement which often 

anesthetize society as a whole. 

 Traditionally, in our Catholic biblical heritage, we call 

those voices prophetic and that standpoint even urges us to look 

for the prophetic in the words of Jesus and the tenor of the Gos-

pel.  It calls us to discern, as lately some books on the saints have 

been trying to do, where and when the prophetic has been lived 

out and celebrated in the history of the Church.  (Your Writerôs 

recent review of Newmanôs ideas of university education shows 

him prophetic for our time especially!) 

 Even more closely though is our own response as believ-

ers and as a community to our own need to live the Gospel and 

live it honestly, transparently, authentically. 

 A gathering of like believers could change the World!
