Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. This practice involves limiting 

oneself to a single full meal and avoiding food between meals. 

Light sustenance may be taken on two other occasions in the course 

of the day.

FR. PATõS THOUGHT 
 

For everything there is a season 

A time for everything under heaven 

A time to be born 

A time to die. 

Words we turn to in times of confusion or hurt, perplexity, 

wonder.  Perhaps the Bibleôs most quoted words!  I have used them 

many times even parts of my own journey to think on them, to pray 

with them.  A friend gave them to me as I thought about what 

happened Thursday night; and I had a revelation. 

This time not comfort alone nor a key to unlock the 

suddenness of it all or getting my heart around its immensity, 

watching survivors make their way across another dark river of 

loss, inquiry, wonder and why.  Seeing that seems suddenly too far 

too now. 

A time to heal, a time to build up,  

a time to gather stones together. 

Newness, appreciation now, not mourning as much as 

much as thinking what every one of them did, who they were, 

where they were going: returns, reunions, rehearsals, researching, 

rejoicing, rescuing refugees. 

A time to mourn, a time to dance. 

Their brief touching bios in the News deep people, hard-

working, happy, committed to something deeper, lots done, even 

the young ones, lots left to do.  Our own losses here: so, so gifted, 

so proud we can be, so grateful. 

A time to weep, a time to laugh. 

There were more than 50 victims, many, many, many, 

many, many more.  May our pain guide us, enable us to pick up the 

pieces, to harvest what was planted, honoring their memory, 

planting, harvesting, -- ourselves gathering, embracing, seeking 

even as we grieve, grateful.  May our loss not paralyze us or keep 

us still uncommitted. 

 Lead us past the darkness of the questions raised, the dead

-ends of seeking answers to lifeôs questions -- to the light and space 

and joy of hope and energy we need to heal the World.
