FR. PATõS THOUGHT 
 At St. Joseph University Parish they have what they call 

the ñSeamless Garment Bulletin.ò  The parish Social Justice 

Committee composes it monthly and it deals with a social ethical 

issue.  Lately, they have been addressing the question of 

immigration but last month interrupted their writing to face the 

issue of poverty in Buffalo.  

 It seems a Lenten issue to look closely at the World thatôs 

close! 

 As the third poorest city in America itôs easy to see why: 

¶ Almost 30% of the residents and more than 41% 

of the children in Buffalo live below the federal 

poverty guideline.  (Source: U.S. Census, 

American Factfinder) 

¶ Relatively recently, two Buffalo Magnet Schools 

as well as North Park Academy and Southside 

Elementary had pupils eligible for free or 

reduced lunches at percentages ranging from 80 

to 90%. 

¶ The current unemployment rate is 9% for Buffalo 

compared to 7.6% for NYS and 8.5% nationally. 

¶ 40% of the homeless population is composed of 

families. 

 On and on it goes! 

Most of the ways poverty is addressed deal with focusing 

on the individual, one at a time, while the matter of looking at 

causes seems to be declining.  Not looking deeper then moves 

toward blame and the system continues.  In times like our own, 

situational poverty certainly will increase but at home, here in 

Buffalo, what is more typical is what the sociologists call 

generational poverty. 

St. Joeôs writer, Jim Steinwachs, recommends for those 

serious about finding out more on this important, local, social issue 

to check the ónet to read about ñA Framework for Understanding 

Poverty,ò by Dr. Ruby K. Payne who explains many of the 

complexities that both characterize and bring about generational 

poverty. 

Letôs hope that when we grow into our new space we will 

find the time as well as the space to take time to spend time 

together asking these important questions.  (There are copies of the 

issue available after Mass.)
