 April is National Poetry Month and if youôre interested in 

bringing more brightness to your Spring, sign up at 

<www.poets.org>.  There youôll find a treasure of possibilities to 

bring thoughtfully poetic language into your days.  You can sign up 

for a ñPoem-a-Day,ò and they will send you a new poem over the 

internet every day of April, poems taken from new Spring books.  

You can also get tips on writing poetry, download wedding poems 

and find all sorts of resources for things near and far. 

 Your Writer has often thought that in making efforts 

toward poetry of any type: of poetry, of reading, or writing or 

trying to catch on to or even trying to memorize, puts one in a new 

position and perspective imaging and imagining the World.   

 This viewpoint is becoming clearer.  The Irish religious 

writer, Diarmuid OôMurchu, came out this week with a new book 

called ñJesus in the Power of Poetry: A New Voice for Gospel 

Truth.ò  This writer consistently asks questions that seem on the 

edge so one hopes this work to be a contribution to the imagination 

so dearly needed in our thinking about the deeper things.  

OôMurchu maintains that prose is a limited tool to help understand 

the spirit of the Gospels and ñinstead relies upon the power of 

poetry to provide immediate access to a fresh, radical interpretation 

of the teachings of Jesus,ò as the cover summary describes the 

work. 

 Fifty years ago, the German Jesuit theologian, Karl 

Rahner, noted about Thomas Aquinas 

Are the verses [of his poetic hymns] of Thomas 

Aquinas at their most successful merely the putting into 

verses of something he says more clearly and more 

accurately in the articles of the Summa?  Or do they not 

say, if not ómoreô at least more originally, more 

poignantly, and in this sense more truly, than those articles 

say?
