FR. PATõS THOUGHT 
Your Writer has had moments of enlightenment yet another 

week. 
 

 Sr. Mary Patricia, his eight-grade teacher and 

principal at St. Johnôs in Lockport passed away at age 102.  

She had long ago requested that he celebrate her funeral mass 

and as she got more critical preparations began, occasioning 

early thoughts for a homily.  Reflecting on her life led to the 

conclusion she was one of the strongest life-influences.  A 

few notes from the homily: 

 As if it were this morning I can recall her 

enthusiasm that September of 1955 when about 34 

12-year-olds heard her proclaim the ñthat in the 

field of public education the doctrine of óseparate but 

equalô has no place.  Separate educational facilities 

are inherently equal.ò  The words of ñBrown v. 

Board of Educationò proclaimed just over a year 

previous by the U.S. Supreme Court, herself fresh 

from Sumter, SC determined to let the World know 

what the spirit of the Gospel was about!  IMAGINE! 

Those were days that changed a generation! 

 Itôs probably that energy where Your Writer got 

perspective on a commitment to search for justice at a time 

when we didnôt realize until the Roman Synod of 1971 that 

ñwork for social justice is constitutive of the Gospel.ò 

 Thank God for the influence of great teachers!!!!
