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WHAT IS RCIA?  
ñRCIAò is a shorthand for the way the Catholic Church 

incorporates new adult members in its community. The letters 

are an acronym for the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults: the 

title of the Vatican II document that guides the process in which 

people are welcomed into the Catholic Christian community and 

introduced to the Catholic way of life. RCIA describes a gradual 

process of conversion that can take anywhere from a few 

months to several years, depending on the certainty and 

readiness of each individual. The process includes instruction in 

what Catholics believe, but more than that involves conversion 

to a new way of life in Christ. Through the process, people 

gradually learn what it means to be Catholic not just by hearing 

it but experiencing Catholic life and worship from inside the 

parish community. We gather on  Thursday evenings from 7 - 9 

pm in the Community Room. Our first session will be held on 

September 17.

FR. PATõS THOUGHT 
The Summerôs over now! 

Seemed as quick the ñrough winds that shake the darling 

buds of May, reminding us that ñSummerôs lease hath all too 

short a date.ò  And so it did, but with much done in those hasty 

days of progress.  Itôs Wed. and Your Writer hasnôt been there 

for more than 24 hours ï regrettable on one hand but exciting of 

the other, knowing what newness breaks on the horizon of 

completion. 

Thereôs a new Norton Anthology out this Summer.  

Edited by the prominent poets, Edward Hirsch and Evan Boland, 

and called ñThe Making of A Sonnet,ò itôs hard to believe they 

found so many and from so many places.  Y.W., hungry for some 

poetry, rushed out to get a copy after hearing about it on NPR.  

Itôs the kind of thing youôd love to read a hundred times! 

ñThe fourteen-line rhyming poem was invented in 

southern Italy around 1235 or so (ñEternal glory to the inventor 

of the sonnet,ò Paul Val®ry proclaimed) and has an astonishingly 

durable life ever since.  The word sonnet derives from the Italian 

sonetto, meaning ña little soundò or a little song,ò but the 

stateliness of the form belies the modesty o f the wordôs 

derivationé,ò writes the author in praise in the opening 

paragraph. 

Taking sonnetôs life from Italy into England in the 

sixteenth century was a new rebirth and by the end of that 

century it was set as the pre-eminent poetic form in the English 

language, where it nearly disappeared in the seventeenth century 

and then came back with a vengeance, slowed down in the 

eighteenth and then took new forms and new causes in the 

nineteenth.  In the twentieth it has been ñrecoveredò by poets 

traditional and ñcommitted improvisers,ò as the authors claim. 

So eternal, they keep coming back and how rich a brief 

and deep form of beauty.
